Old Dominion Foundation has awarded thousands of dollars in scholarships to high school
and college students since 1991. With increased educational costs and an increase in first
generation college enrollment, Old Dominion Foundation grants deserving students the
opportunity for a better tomorrow. Scholarship recipients are sclected and awards are
distributed based on demonstrated academic achievement, financial need and community
involvement.

PROMOTING A HEALTHY NATION

The Health and Wellness project helps combat problems in the service arca. Most of the
activities of the project fall mto three main arcas: (1) health and wellness services for
youth; (2) preventive presentations for the clderly; (3) education on prominent discases that
affect the minority population such as diabetes and hypertension.
